Your notification may come in a 
few days early, but it will remain available until your specified pick up date. 

• To cancel a booking, please email bookclub@cplma.ca with your name, library 
card number, book club title, and booking date to be cancelled.

2. Terms of Loan 
• 6 week loan period. 
• No renewals. 
• Kit may be picked up at or returned to any library location. 
• Kit must be returned at the desk during operating hours, not through an exterior

• The member who borrowed the kit is responsible for:
